Riparian Repair Works on Lake Ainsworth's Western Foreshore

For the last year or so Ballina Shire Council have had a professional bush regeneration team working to repair the flood damage around the shores of the lake. In November our Landcare crew joined forces with this team and Rachael Jenner from Council to make a difference to the western side, planting out well over 500 tubestock; everything from reeds (to help cleanse the water in the lake) to ground covers and species that will help with vital repair work to the canopy.
